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Andrusyshyn B. I. Reparations, compensation and resistance as instruments of international
legal responsibility: evolution and practice

The article describes the historical evolution and modern international legal approaches to
the implementation of reparations, compensation and restitution as forms of state responsibility for
violations of international law as a result of military aggression. The transition from the punitive-fiscal
model of reparations, enshrined in the Versailles Peace Treaty of 1919, to the restorative and human-
centered paradigm formed after World War Il on the basis of the decisions of the Potsdam Conference
of 1945, the Paris Peace Treaty of 1947 and the San Francisco Peace Treaty of 1951 is analyzed. The
contractual and compensatory mechanisms of post-war reconciliation are analyzed, in particular
the Luxembourg Agreement of 1952 between Germany and Israel, as well as the development of restitution
practices in the field of the return of cultural values and private property.

Special attention is paid to modern institutional models of reparation, in particular the activities
of the UN Compensation Commission after the armed aggression of Iraq against Kuwait (1991-2022),
the practice of the International Court of Justice in the case of the Democratic Republic of the Congo
v. Uganda, the legacy of the International Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia, and the compensation
mechanisms of the International Criminal Court in accordance with Article 75 of the Rome Statute. The
tendencies of humanization and institutionalization of the compensation paradigm, which combines legal,
political, and moral elements of responsibility, are identified.

It is substantiated that modern models of reparations, compensation, and restitution form a multi-
level architecture of international reparation, within which the key prerequisites for effectiveness are
international legitimacy, recognition of the responsibility of the aggressor, and the presence of institutional
control mechanisms. A conclusion is made about the relevance of the studied international experience for
the formation of a future mechanism for compensation for damage caused by armed aggression against
Ukraine.
