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Gorinov P. V. Compensation for damage in the system of international legal responsibility of
the state

The article provides a comprehensive theoretical and legal analysis of reparation as a form
of international legal responsibility of the state. The conceptual and categorical principles of reparations,
compensation and restitution are described in the context of the implementation of international legal
responsibility for internationally wrongful acts of a tortious nature. The evolution of doctrinal approaches
to the institution of state responsibility is considered (from the classical provisions of G. Grotius to modern
normative standards enshrined in the activities of the Permanent Court of International Justice, the League
of Nations and the UN International Law Commission, in particular in the Articles on the Responsibility
of States for Internationally Wrongful Acts of 2001). The main concepts of international legal responsibility
of the state in the field of reparation are summarized, in particular tortious responsibility, responsibility
for internationally wrongful acts and responsibility for breach of obligations erga omnes, and their
connection with peremptory norms of international law (jus cogens) is also characterized. The correlation
between the categories of “responsibility” and “sanctions” is analyzed from the standpoint of their
functional purpose in the international legal mechanism of response to acts of military aggression.
The structure of the mechanism of international legal compensation for damage is systematized, which
includes the subject composition, the legal principles of the emergence of the obligation to compensate
for damage, the algorithm for the implementation of responsibility and the institutional instruments of its
implementation. The role of international judicial and quasi-judicial bodies (the International Court
of Justice, the European Court of Human Rights, the International Criminal Court, the UN Security
Council, special compensation commissions, such as the UN Compensation Commission, established
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after the aggression of Iraq against Kuwait in 1991) in ensuring the principle of the inevitability of state
responsibility is outlined. The conclusion is made about the multidimensional nature of compensation for
damage as a combination of doctrinal and theoretical principles and practical mechanisms for maintaining
international law and order.
